FEATURES OF THE BASIC DESK SIGN
· 168 bright L.E.D.s (7 high x 24 wide).
· Self contained.  Nothing else to buy!  Onboard programming!

· Smooth scrolling of 16 messages.
· Each message stores up to 250 letters.

INSTALLATION
1. Remove the cover on the back.  Insert two AAA batteries.  Replace the cover.
2. To save battery life, you may remove the batteries when the sign will not be used for an extended period of time.  The sign will retain your programmed messages, even with the batteries removed!
OPERATION

The electronic desk sign has 4 buttons on the back, labeled

SPEED

FLASH

INPUT

SWITCH   ON/OFF
HOW TO TURN THE DESK SIGN ON

Press the SWITCH button to turn the desk sign on.
HOW TO TURN THE DESK SIGN OFF

When the unit is in Display mode, press and hold the SWITCH button until the unit shuts off (3 seconds).
DISPLAY MODE
When you turn the power on, the unit is in Display mode.  "Display mode" is the mode the unit will be in when the unit is displayed on your desk, file cabinet, bookshelf, etc.
When the unit is in Display mode, 
· Press the SWITCH button to select a different message to be displayed (the unit stores 16 messages).

· Press the FLASH button to change the flash speed.  Each time you press the FLASH button, the flash speed will increase until there is no flash.

· Press the SPEED button to change the scroll speed.  Each time you press the SPEED button, the scroll speed will decrease until there is no scrolling.

PROGRAMMING MODE
1. If the unit is turned off, press the SWITCH button once to turn it on.  The unit will now be in Display mode.
2. Press the SWITCH button until the unit is displaying the message (numbered 1 - 16) that you want to replace with a new message

3. Press the INPUT button.  The unit is now in Programming mode and will display "A"
4. Press the FLASH or SPEED buttons to scroll through the character set until the desired character is displayed, then press the INPUT button to save that character and move on to the next character.  The FLASH button scrolls through the alphabet in one direction while the SPEED button scrolls through the alphabet in the opposite direction.  Press the SWITCH button to insert a space.
5. If you need to delete a character, press the SWITCH button for 3 seconds.  This acts like the Backspace key on a computer.
6. After you have completed entering the message, wait 5 seconds and the unit will switch from PROGRAMMING mode to DISPLAY mode, and start displaying your message.
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
QUESTION:  How to I insert a space?
ANSWER:  While in edit mode, press the SWITCH button.
QUESTION:  Can I edit an existing message?
ANSWER:  This unit does not have any editing capabilities.  Once a message has been created, the only way to change it is to replace it with a new message.  However while you are programming the sign, press and hold the SWITCH button to backspace.
QUESTION:  While in Display mode, I accidentally pressed the INPUT button on an existing message.  The unit is now in Edit mode and it is going to erase my message.  How can I cancel the Edit mode?

ANSWER:  Do not touch any buttons.  Wait 5 seconds.  The unit will return to Display mode, keeping the original message intact.

QUESTION:  Can I have one message blink while another message does not blink?  Can I have one message scroll while another message does not scroll?

ANSWER:  Yes!  The blink and scroll speeds can be set independently for EACH message.
QUESTION:  What does "NULL" mean?
ANSWER:  NULL just means nothing has been programmed into that message yet.  "NULL" is another word for "Empty"  You can ignore the word NULL.  It will disappear after you program a message into that slot.

QUESTION:  Will the sign remember what I type after I turn it off?
ANSWER:  Yes!  In fact it will even remember your messages if you remove the battery!

HINTS
· Write out exactly what you want your message to be (including punctuation marks) before programming the sign, because if you pause more than 5 seconds while in Programming mode, the unit will switch back to Display mode, and you will need to restart from the beginning.
· When programming a message, add a few SPACES to the end of the message.  The extra spaces make the message easier to read.

· When programming a message, hold the SPEED button down to toggle the current letter between upper case and lower case.
